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The following information is provided for the convenience of the bidders, and is not a part of the Addenda.  
Questions and requests for clarifications received to date are repeated for all those who have the plans 
and specifications followed by the response. 
 
 
3-1 Question: 

Who is responsible for removing the precast tables and planters? 
 
Response: 
The University will be responsible to remove all loose furniture including the precast planters and 
tables. 

 
3-2 Question:   

Can you rescan plan sheet A8.0?  Trying to read the grades on A8.0 and it is illegible.  The other 
as-built sheets are also illegible 
 
Response: 
Unfortunately the Record Set is printed on a sepia that influences the resulting picture file. The 
originals are available for your review at the Cal Poly’s Facilities Planning & Capital Projects Plan 
Room located in Bldg 70 room 109B.  
Alternatively if bidders open the electronic file in Adobe Acrobat, it could provide more legibility. 
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3-3 Question: 

Is there a drawing with the existing grades shown on the grading plan? 
 
Response: 
No.  However, we are providing the attached topographic survey points purely for informational 
purposes.  The University did not request an official topographic survey of the site.  

 
 
3-4 Question: 

Is there a location on Campus where it would be acceptable to process and crush concrete and 
asphalt for recycling purposes from the UU Plaza Project? 
 
Response: 
The University does not have space available for such an operation. It is recommended the 
contractor plan for transporting to off-site facility for processing. 

 
 
3-5 Question: 

I noticed that the physical size of the civil sheets changed from the original published civil sheets 
which were 30 x 42 inches to a different size in Addendum #2, but that the scale wasn't changed 
on Addendum #2.  What is the correct scale? 
 
Response: 
The scale was published on the 30 x 42 inch version in the original civil sheets, and Addendum 
#2 was not for the purpose of changing the scale, but only for the benefit of indicating the correct 
catch basin size in the reference notes and callouts.  A careful review of Addendum #2 will 
indicate that the only changes in Addendum #2 (from the original published civil sheets) are 
specifically indicated with revision clouds to mark the change/differences from the original civil 
sheets.
